The Eastern Gate, facing the
Mount of Olives, is unique,
as it is sealed shut.



The gate in its present form
was sealed by the Ottoman
Sultan Suleiman in 1541.




The sealing shut of the gate
as completed by Suleiman is
said to have been a defensive

move by the sultan.



The sultan believed the gate
will be the point at which the
Jewish Messiah will enter
upon His return to the city of
Jerusalem, and therefore, in
order to prevent this from
occurring, the sultan sealed
the gate.



A Muslim graveyard was
also placed in front of the
gate as Jews believe walking
over a grave defiles oneself.
