What motivated 11 men 
who followed Jesus to all 
suffer persecution for 
Jesus and 10 out of 11 die 
violent deaths rather than 
reject Jesus, when they all 
abandoned Him when He 
was crucified?

crucified that resulted in 
such a drastic change in 

their lives?

1 Corinthians 15: 54-58
When the perishable has 

been clothed with the 
imperishable, and the 

mortal with immortality, 
then the saying that is 
written will come true:



“Death has been swallowed up 
in victory.”  “Where, O death, is 
your victory? Where, O death, 

is your sting?”  The sting of 
death is sin, and the power of 

sin is the law.
But thanks be to God! He gives 

us the victory through our 
Lord Jesus Christ.
